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Raised Panel – Features a center 
panel that is slightly raised, adding 
depth and detail. Common in classic 
and traditional kitchens.

Recessed Panel (Shaker) – Has a 
flat center panel with a surrounding 
frame. A timeless style that works 
well in modern, farmhouse, and 
traditional kitchens.

Beadboard – Features vertical 
grooves on the panel, giving a 
cottage or farmhouse feel.

Flat (Slab) – A completely flat, smooth 
door with no detailing. Great for 
modern, minimalist, or contemporary 
designs.

Handleless (J-Pull or C-Channel) – 
A variation of flat doors with a 
built-in groove or cutout for opening, 
creating a sleek, handle-free look.

Glass-Front – Features a glass 
panel (clear, frosted, or textured) 
framed by wood or metal. Works 
well in modern and transitional 
kitchens.
